DAY #1 | THURSDAY

Marketplace for lunch on own  

• View the renowned Chagall Windows at Hadassah Hospital in Ein Kerem

Complex  

• Tower of David Night Spectacular show in the Old City

DAY #2 | FRIDAY

• Enter the Old City via the Zion Gate – Explore the rooftops, alleyways, and ancient squares

• Reflections at the Kotel – The Western Wall — explore the Southern Wall Excavations and 

go deep under the Old City in the Kotel Tunnels  

• Return to our accommodations – Freshen up, relax, and experience the quiet that 

descends on Jerusalem as the city prepares for the start of Shabbat  

• Evening: Option to experience Kabbalat Shabbat at the Western Wall followed by a festive 

Shabbat dinner as a group at our hotel

• Walking tour of the Knesset grounds, Israel’s parliament building, and stop for a photo-op 

at the Knesset Menorah  

• Travel to the near-desert for a short camel ride and a desert tent feast at Eretz Breisheit

• Rise early and travel into the deep Judean Desert

• Experience effortless floating at the Dead Sea with access to the private beach and spa at 

the Vert Hotel Resort 

• Travel north to the Galilee via the Jordan River Valley, part of the vast Syrian-African Rift

• Lunch on your own in the Golan Heights city of Katzrin 

• Tasting and tour at the Golan Heights winery
